Even if you don’t know exactly what offset you're
after, we have a post that allows you to change it, offering a 35mm range of adjustment. And because we
don’t want to discourage you from making small changes to your saddle’s position, the SideBinder clamp
featured on many of our saddles makes it easy to adjust the angle and fore/aft position of your saddle by

loosening a single bolt.
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
